Prada started his 
career as a teenager in Argentina and in 
Spain at the Llongueras International Hair 
Salon, historically the official hairdressers 
of Spain’s royal family, before stints at the 
Jeffry Stein Salon and John Barrett in 
New York city. Devine got her color chops 
at famed salons John Barrett, Butterfly 
Studio, and Maximus, all in Manhattan. A 
L’Oreal master colorist, Devine is one of 
the few colorists in Westchester who prac-
tices baliage, a European highlighting 
technique that most resembles painting 
color on hair, as opposed to the traditional 
apply-and-fold-under-aluminum tech-
nique. Baliage starts at $150 while a sin-
gle-process color starts at $60; blow-dries 
start at $40; cuts start at $60.
